REWIND: MEETING of MAY 4. 2009

Rescheduled appearance:
Jay Barnes, President, Be-
thel University

James (Jay) H. Barnes |l became the fifth presi-
dent of Bethel University on July 1, 2008. Barnes
has been a leader in Christian higher education
for more than 30 years. Most recently, he has
served for 13 years as executive vice president
and provost of the College of Arts & Sciences,
College of Adult & Professional Studies, and
Graduate School at Bethel University. Highlights
of his talk:

After he was named President 10 months ago, he
has faced many challenges, including a major bond financ-
ing downturn, a national financial collapse and a student
loan crisis.

Four-year colleges became universities, like Bethel — thus the name
change.

They are welcoming new learners to their campus — new adult
learners whose education is funded in part by their employ-
ers, new ethnic communities, new online students and new
special needs students.

Did you know that Minneapolis Public Schools rank 45t of 50 major
cities in terms of high school graduation rates (only 43.7%)?
Only one in 10 have a chance to finish college.

There are 6,350 accredited institutions of higher education in the
U.S.; 4,200 degree-granting institutions; 15 million college
students; 11.5 million of which study in public institutions
and 3.5 million in 2,500 private colleges.

The advent of for-profit colleges is changing the landscape of higher
education, with the University of Phoenix the largest in the
country with 400,000 students and 1,400 core faculty.
Capella University is locally-based and growing fast as well.

There are 900 religious affiliate schools, serving 1.5 million. There
are 225 Catholic schools, 100 Bible, 250 Seminary and 105
Council of Christian Colleges, like Bethel. Bethel is a mem-
ber of the MIAC (Minnesota Intercollegiate Athletic Confer-
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ence). The MIAC serves 19% of the
college students in the state, grants 1/3
of all degrees and takes only a 2%
share of the state’s higher education
budget.

Graduation rates for private schools in four
years is at 65%, compared to just 33%
at the U of M.

Bethel has a beautiful campus in Arden Hills,
founded in 1871 by Swedish pioneers.
It has 6,300 students today, 2,800 of
whom are in the college of arts and
sciences. Bethel offers 60 majors, the
largest of which is business. Over 400
are enrolled in its growing MBA pro-
gram (with a new building rising at 494
and 100). It also has a great nursing
program.

Bethel Seminary is among the top 10 in the
U.S. with 1,200 students. Bethel oper-
ates its budget of more than $110 mil-
lion per year more with funds from tui-
tion than endowments.

Did you know our current club president Paul
Bierhaus is a Bethel grad, as is his
wife, Donna and two daughters? Did
you also know that Denny Morrow was
a prominent member of its faculty for
many years? Did you also know in-
coming president, Pastor David Landt,
is a graduate of a Master’s program at
Bethel?

Thanks Denny for arranging this informative
program.
